o Thefirstis that it’s far more transmissible than the Delta variant (B.1.617.2).

e The Delta variant was much more transmissible than the Alpha variant (B.1.1.7) and we’re confident that
Omicron is significantly more transmissible than Delta.

¢ We can see this most starkly when looking at how many days it takes for the number of infections to double
for each variant.

e For Delta, this was around every 7 days, but for Omicron, based on the latest data from here and around the
world, our latest analysis is that it's around between 2.5 and 3 days. (...)

e Although there are only 568 confirmed Omicron cases in the UK, we know that the actual number of infections
will be significantly higher.

e The UK Health Security Agency (UKHSA) estimates that the number of infections will be around 20 times
higher than the number of confirmed cases and so the number of infections is closer to 10,000.

e UKHSA estimate that at the current observed doubling rate of between 2.5 and 3 days, by the end of this
month infections could exceed a million. (...)

o Second, severity.

o We don’t yet have comprehensive data on the severity of this virus, but rising rates of hospitalisation in South
Africa show that it certainly has the potential to cause harm, and this is a country where the average age is 13
years lower than in the UK, where they have a high level of antibodies from natural infection, and where it's
currently the middle of their summer.

e Even if severity is lower or the same as Delta, high transmissibility means the Omicron variant can still have a
severe impact with the threat of more hospitalisations and unsustainable pressure on the NHS. (...)

o Third, we’ve been looking closely at what the Omicron variant means for our vaccination programme.

o New laboratory data that has emerged in the last 24 hours suggests that there is lower immunity against
Omicron from vaccination when compared to the Delta variant, so that 2 doses of a vaccine is less effective at
reducing transmission in the community.

e Early research published today by Pfizer suggests that a third dose of the Pfizer vaccine neutralised the
Omicron variant to levels that are similar to the impact of 2 doses against the original strain of the virus.

e So it's more important that we get our boosters than ever, available for all those eligible, and keep
strengthening the defences that we’ve built.

WGS has also
identified a number of variants of interest (VOI), which may share one or more mutations in common with a VOC,
but do not have sufficient evidence at this time to be categorized as a VOC (i.e. evidence of increased
transmissibility, disease severity, or immune escape). (...)”

o The recession shadowing the COVID-19 pandemic has been frequently characterised as a “shecession,” implying
disproportionately negative effects for women. Yet the crisis might more accurately be called a “momcession,” as
women’s work losses were driven in large part by the outcomes of mothers specifically. The OECD’s 2020 Risks
that Matter survey presents cross-national evidence that when schools and childcare facilities shut down, mothers
took on the brunt of additional unpaid care work — and, correspondingly, they experienced labour market penalties
and stress. These findings serve as another reminder that governments must consider inequalities in unpaid work
and take a gender-sensitive approach when building their policy responses to the COVID-19 crisis.

On
the previous day, the value had been 402.9. On Friday, more than one million people in Germany received a
vaccination against the coronavirus for the fourth day in a row.

Berlin (dpa) - Germany will introduce a limited Corona vaccination obligation for health care personnel. This and
other new regulations in the fight against the pandemic were decided by the Bundestag and the federal states in
the Bundesrat. Employees in facilities with people in need of protection, such as nursing homes and clinics, must
prove by mid-March 2022 that they have been vaccinated or have recovered. Moreover, in addition to doctors,
pharmacists, dentists and veterinarians will also be able to vaccinate in future. Options for the federal states to
impose tougher regional restrictions in the event of very high infection rates will be supplemented and extended.
The new Federal Minister of Health, Karl Lauterbach, said in the parliament that the new government will
undertake many things, but that the primary goal was to protect the population in this health crisis. "We will
therefore do everything we can to end this crisis as quickly as possible," Lauterbach said. The new government of
SPD, Greens and FDP with Chancellor Olaf Scholz at its head has been in office since Wednesday. In Germany,
the Corona situation has been very tense for weeks. However, the vaccination campaign has recently picked up
speed. A general vaccination obligation is also being discussed.

o Berlin (dpa) -The German Ethics Council is in favour of extending the recently adopted mandatory vaccination
against the coronavirus for staff in institutions such as clinics and nursing homes to "substantial parts of the
population”. However, this must be accompanied by further measures, according to a recommendation adopted
by a majority of the independent body that advises the federal government on ethical issues related to the corona
pandemic. In addition to nationwide vaccination offers and sufficient vaccine, the vaccine should be freely
selectable as far as possible.

o The Ethics Council had been asked for an assessment. The background to this is that the federal parliament will
probably vote on a general mandatory vaccination at the beginning of 2022 - Chancellor Olaf Scholz, among
others, had spoken out in favour of this. A first limited mandatory vaccination was already decided in mid-
December: Employees in institutions with vulnerable people, such as clinics and nursing homes, must prove by
15 March 2022 that they have been vaccinated or have recovered from a covid disease.

= 21.12.2021: Robert Koch Institute increases risk assessment

o Berlin (dpa) - Because of the Omikron variant of the coronavirus, the Robert Koch Institute (RKI) in Germany has
tightened its risk assessment. For those who have been vaccinated twice against the virus and those who have
recovered from an infection, the risk of infection is now considered "high", the RKI announced on Twitter. For the
unvaccinated, it remains "very high". For vaccinated persons with a booster vaccination, however, the institute
estimates the risk as moderate. Overall, the health risk to the population is assessed as "very high". The Institute
warns against a sudden increase in the number of cases. The heads of the federal and state governments will
discuss tougher Corona measures in Germany on Tuesday.

Among = 65 year-olds fully vaccinated with mRNA
vaccines, VE decreased from 93% (95% CI: 88-96) in those vaccinated < 3 months ago to 43% (95% CI: 30-54)
in those vaccinated =6 months ago, suggesting the need for early boosters.
= Serological responses to COVID-19 Comirnaty booster vaccine, London, United Kingdom, September to December
2021
o Serum samples were collected pre- and post-booster vaccination with Comirnaty in 626 participants (aged = 50
years) who had received two Comirnaty doses < 30 days apart, two Comirnaty doses = 30 days apart or two
Vaxzevria doses = 30 days apart. Irrespective of primary vaccine type or schedule, spike antibody GMTs peaked
2—4 weeks after second dose, fell significantly < 38 weeks later and rose above primary immunisation GMTs 2—-4
weeks post-booster. Higher post-booster responses were observed with a longer interval between primary
immunisation and boosting.

With a view to sequencing - i.e. the
extensive decoding of a pathogen's genome - the head hygienist at Greifswald University Medical Centre said:
"This makes it possible to go much deeper." Bacteria, for example, could belong to the same species, but have
completely different characteristics. With a more precise analysis, antibiotics could be saved and therapies and
prevention could be better adapted. Corona has also been sequenced in Germany, said Karsten Becker, Head of
Medical Microbiology in Greifswald. The monitoring of the different Corona variants, however, has given the
expensive and time-consuming method a boost. At his institution, the method had previously been used in
research, but not in patient care. "It is not the case that if Corona is now over, we will throw it away." In the future,
sequencing will also be used to monitor pathogen resistance and identify pathogens that cannot be detected
using conventional methods. "That's why this is a brilliant investment for us, also for the future.”
